Tent Assembly Instructions

PLEASE READ

THE TENTS REPRESENT SEVERAL THOUSAND DOLLARS OF INVESTMENT FROM YOUR DUES. PLEASE TAKE THE TIME AND EFFORT TO TAKE CARE OF THEM. THE MODEST RENTAL CHARGES WILL NOT COVER LARGE REPAIRS. IF YOU DAMAGE THE TENT OR LOSE PARTS, YOU WILL BE EXPECTED TO REIMBURSE THE ASSOCIATION. 

· PLEASE READ THE ATTACHED INSTRUCTIONS. THERE ARE MINOR DIFFERENCES BETWEEN THE TWO SIZES. 

· BE CAREFUL WHEN DRIVING STAKES. IF IN DOUBT IN YOUR YARD, CALL “MISS DIG”. SPRINKLER SYSTEMS, WIRES, GAS LINES ETC CAN BE A HAZARD WHEN DRIVING STAKES.
· DO NOT DRAG THE TENTS OR THE BAGS. BE SURE YOU HAVE ENOUGH HELP SO YOU CAN CARRY THE TENTS. 

· THERE IS ONE 20 FOOT AND ONE THIRTY FOOT SIDE PANEL. THESE ONLY WORK ON THE NEWER 20’ X 30’ TENT. THEY WILL NOT FIT ON THE OLDER TENTS ( pre-2010). IT IS RECOMMENDED THAT YOU PUT THE SIDE PANEL OR PANELS ON THE UPWIND SIDE OF THE TENT AND OUTSIDE THE POLES. THEN LACE THE PANEL ENDS WITH THE WHITE ROPES TO THE POLES. USE THE SMALL STAKES IN THE GROMMET HOLES TO PIN THE BOTTOM EDGE. BE CAREFUL NOT TO DAMAGE THE FABRIC. 
· PLEASE COUNT THE STAKES AND POLES AND BE SURE YOU RETURN WHAT YOU TAKE. 
· NEVER PUT THE TENTS OR SIDE PANELS AWAY UNTIL THEY ARE COMPLETELY DRY. 

· IF YOU PUT THEM AWAY WET OR EVEN DAMP, THEY WILL BE DAMAGED OR RUINED BY BLACK MOLD, WHICH WILL NOT COME OFF. IF YOU HAVE TO LEAVE THE TENT UP, OR PUT IT DOWN FLAT AND THEN PUT IT BACK UP LATER TO DRY, THIS IS YOUR RESOPNSIBILITY, NO MATTER HOW LONG IT TAKES. 
· EVERYONE WANTS HIS OR HER EVENT TO COME OFF SUCESSFULLY. HOWEVER, IF IT IS WINDY AND THE POSSIBILITY OF TENT DAMAGE IS PRESENT, ESPECIALLY AT THE BEACH, IT MAY BE BEST TO NOT PUT UP THE TENT. CONSIDER MOVING THE TENT TO YOUR YARD OR NOT USING IT IF THE WIND COULD DAMAGE IT.
